This passport helps you to record your engagement and achievement in the arts 

and culture.  You can record what you have done in music, art, dance, drama, 

photography and cultural activities. 

Passport Stamps 

At Stage 1 you need to collect 5 stamps and complete one reflection.  You can 

collect stamps for activities that are additional to your school lessons. 

You can collect stamps for attendance and participation in arts and cultural 

events.  If you have at least 1 participation stamp you will achieve Gold status. 

Examples of attendance stamps include: 

• Listening to a concert 

• Visiting an art gallery or museum 

• Watching a dance show 

• Seeing a play or a theatre show 

 

Examples of participation stamps include: 

• Performing in a concert 

• Creating a sculpture 

• Taking part in a dance workshop 

• Acting in a play 

 

Examples of a reflection 

• Describing your thoughts about an event, performance or visit 

• Researching something new 

• Sharing your thoughts/experiences with an audience
